Terminology

Vowels 

a, e, i, o, u, and sometimes y

Onset  
Letters at the beginning before the first vowel in a word

Rime 

Chunk, looks and sounds the same

Rhyme 
Words that sound the same but may be spelled different 

Phonemic Awareness 
Hearing Sounds (Ears)

Phonics
Sound/Syllable Correspondence              Letters/Patterns of Print (Eyes)

Nonsense Words 

Pretend/Silly words
Blends
Two letters that "mix" together to make one sound (st, blr, fl)

Digraphs
Two letters that together make a sound different from the sounds of the letters apart (sh, th, wh, ch)
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
